This crutical view
of human foibles told from a cat's
perspective made Natsume Soscki
tamaus, Other works by Soseki
wrilten during his tenure at the
Universlty include Kusamakura and
‘Botchan. The novel Sanshizo, about a
university student, was written in 1907
after Sosehi left the Universlty of
Tokyo. Sanshiro was cclaimed at the
time for its vivid description of the
thoughts and life of an intellectual
youth. The Sanshiro Pond in the
University of Tokyo was named after
this navel
